Esteemed classical cellists David Geringas and Johannes Moser have chosen to perform on the Yamaha Silent Cello for newly commissioned orchestral works, bringing new tonal and dynamic possibilities to modern classical music. Johannes Moser debuts the Enrico Chapela concerto for electric cello with Gustavo Dudamel and the Los Angeles Philharmonic during 2011 concert season, while Geringas recently performed Estonian composer Erkki-Sven Tüür’s composition for electric cello with the Bavarian Radio Orchestra.

The Yamaha SVC-110SK Silent Cello produces a warm, natural wooden tone and a powerful sound, produced by a unique resonating chamber in the body underneath the bridge. A Piezo pickup sits under a traditional Maple cello bridge, while the string vibrations are processed by high-quality on-board electronics, powered by two AA batteries. Produced in Hamamatsu, Japan with Spruce and Maple woods and fitted with standard Ebony pegs, fingerboard and a traditional tailpiece, the SVC-110 plays like a traditional acoustic cello with natural touch-points and resonance. The instrument can be amplified similar to an electric guitar, allowing for the possibility of greater dynamic range as well as the use of electronic effects processing.

The instrument can also be used with headphones for quiet, silent practice, and can be connected to a digital music player to play along with recorded tracks. Lightweight and versatile, the Yamaha Silent Cello is convenient for transport. It comes with headphones, two AA batteries and a protective gig bag that can be carried like a backpack. 

In addition to top classical Artists, the Yamaha Silent Cello is a top choice for pop/rock Artists such as YouTube sensations 2CELLOS, currently performing with Elton John at Caesars Palace in Las Vegas and jazz-pop cellist Dana Leong, who recently represented the U.S. State Department’s “The Rhythm Road: American Music Abroad” tour as well as recent “Jazz at Lincoln Center” and Apollo Theatre performances.
